The 2019 Paving Project begins today July 8th, on the following streets:


Entire length of Riberolle St, Wingate St, Ives St, Willard Terrace; Morris Lane (between Grant and Bacon St); Sherman St (from Meade St to Don Gill School); Meade St (from Sherman St towards 84 Meade St); Woodland Avenue (from East Avenue to 53 Woodland Ave); Fischler Street (between Stickley and Eberenz St);
Please refrain from parking on the street until the work is completed and schedule any contractors that park in the street accordingly
